REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, August 25, 2008.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:00 P.M.  Members present: Shields, Kayser, Frost, Woods and Mangrich.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Assistant Public Works Director; B. J. Sackett, Police Chief; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Ted Vorwald, Utility Superintendent; Gary Ott, Maintenance Technician; Drake Mangrich, Maintenance and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk. 


Motion by Shields, second by Woods to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Shields, Woods, Kayser, Mangrich and Frost.  Nays: None.

Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to approve the Minutes of the August 11th Regular Meeting with the following correction: the request to plant wildflowers was at 601 Cedar Drive only.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Frost, Shields and Woods.  Nays: None.

Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to open the Public Hearing on the request to plant wildflowers.  Kenneth Little, Randy Ohrt and Kevin Hingtgen were present to voice their objections to the plan to plant wildflowers at 601 Cedar Drive.


Motion by Shields, second by Mangrich to close the Public Hearing.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Shields, Mangrich, Kayser, Woods and Frost.  Nays: None.

Motion by Shields, second by Woods to hold the first reading of ORDINANCE 312 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FAIRBANK, IOWA, TO ADD AN EXTREME FIGHTING CONTESTS ORDINANCE.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Shields, Woods, Mangrich and Frost.  Nays: Kayser.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to put chain link fence around three sides of the storm sewer intake on Walnut Street North.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Woods, Shields, Frost and Kayser.  Nays: None.

Heather Prendergast gave an update on the status of the annexation of the lagoon site.  She will continue to work on it.


Councilman Kayser left the meeting at 7:15 P.M.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Shields to allow Wade Brennan to salvage materials from 506 Grove Street after signing an approved authorization.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Shields, Woods and Frost.  Nays: None.


Motion by Shields, second by Mangrich to hire an engineering firm to begin the process of surveying the cemetery and marking out additional plots.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Shields, Mangrich, Woods and Frost.  Nays: None.

Motion by Woods, second by Mangrich to amend the Ordinance on Natural Gas Rates for governmental entities to 40 cents plus average cost of gas after the first 200 ccf used.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Mangrich, Frost and Shields.  Nays: None.


Motion by Shields, second by Frost to give the fire department permission to sell the 1952 Chevrolet pumper for $2,550 or higher.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Shields, Frost, Mangrich and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Mangrich to allow the fire department to put the money from the sale into the Firemen’s Fund toward the purchase of the used truck they recently purchased.  Roll call—Ayes: Woods, Mangrich, Frost and Shields.  Nays: None.
