REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, October 25, 2010.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Vorwald, Sullivan, Mangrich, Kayser and Woods.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director; Luke Gutherie, City Attorney; B.J. Sackett, Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Kayser to amend the agenda to include Additional Positions with Item 7.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Kayser, Woods, Vorwald and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Kayser to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to approve the Minutes of the October 11th Regular Meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Kayser, Woods and Kayser.  Nays: None.

Bob Shields was present from the Historical Society and asked that the city donate the lot between the post office and the flower shop as the site for a historical museum.  Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to hold a Public Hearing on the Disposal of Real Property on November 8, 2010 at 6:10 P.M.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Kayser.  Nays: None.


The Parking and Property Maintenance Ordinance changes were discussed.  The ordinance will be rewritten with changes to snowmobiles, motor homes and four wheeler requirements and be on the agenda for the first reading at the next council meeting.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to hold the second reading of ORDINANCE NO. 319 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FAIRBANK, IOWA, BY AMENDING SECTIONS 65.02 STOP REQUIRED.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, and Sullivan.  Nays: Vorwald, Woods and Kayser.  Motion failed.


Motion by Woods, second by Mangrich to drain the area behind the dam to fix the flood gate, remove the island park shelter and remove the dirt from around the island this fall.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Kayser.  Nays: None.


The utility committee selected six individuals from the applications received for the maintenance position and will set up interviews.  The deputy clerk position will be tabled until that process is complete.
