REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, November 10, 2008.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:00 P.M.  Members present: Kayser, Shields, Mangrich and Woods.  Absent: Frost.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Assistant Public Works Director; Gary Ott, Maintenance Technician and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to amend the agenda to include Property at 104 N. Walnut Street and Appointment of Public Works Director.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Woods, Shields and Kayser.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Kayser to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Kayser, Woods and Shields.  Nays: None.

Residents will be limited to either 2 – 33 gallon cans or 1 – 65 gallon can for garbage.  Anything above these amounts will be charged extra.  Recycling will be unlimited but must be a city approved can.  The new rates will be locked in for three years.
