REGULAR SESSION


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, November 22, 2010.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge Allegiance.  Members present: Sullivan, Kayser, Vorwald, Woods and Mangrich.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; B.J. Sackett, Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.

Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to amend the agenda to include Salaries.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Sullivan to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Sullivan, Mangrich, Kayser and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Vorwald to approve the Minutes of the November 8th Regular Meeting.  Roll call vote—Woods, Vorwald, Sullivan, Mangrich and Kayser.  Nays: None.

Nate Clayberg representing Buchanan County Economic Development Commission gave a report on their last year’s activities and plans for the coming year and thanked the city for its continued support.


Randy Robinson was present to ask for a solution to parking on his property.  Attorney Prendergast advised him to talk to the parties involved and ask them not to park there and if they continue to do so he can have the cars towed.

The City will have to check with the state before any changes can be made on the driveway at the Robinson farm.  They will get elevations before anything is decided upon.


Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to hold the second reading of ORDINANCE 320 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FAIRBANK, IOWA, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 55, BY ADDING SECTION 55.17.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: Sullivan.

Motion by Vorwald, second by Woods to pass the second reading of ORDINANCE 321 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FAIRBANK, IOWA, BY ADDING CHAPTER 171 PERTAINING TO PARKING IN R-1 AND R-2 ZONING DISTRICTS with the amendment to strike the wording Recreational Vehicle Parking in Item 5. Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Woods, Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Mangrich to approve the Application to Add Carry-Out Wine to their Beer License from Casey’s General Store.  Roll call vote—Woods, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Kayser.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Sullivan to approve RESOLUTION 2010-21 – RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT GRANT.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Mangrich, Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to approve RESOLUTION 2010-22 – AUTHORIZING INTERNAL ADVANCE TO TAX INCREMENT REVENUE FUND.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Woods, Vorwald, Sullivan and Kayser.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second Mangrich to certify $182,000 for TIF tax collection for FY 2012.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Kayser.  Nays: None.

Motion by Kayser, second by Vorwald to accept the proposal from Rod Zuck and Ag-Vantage FS to supply the first ten pieces of equipment volunteering for the Island Restoration Project with 25 gallons of diesel fuel and to reduce the price by 20 cents per gallon  for the remainder of the fuel used.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Vorwald, Woods, Mangrich and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to enter into closed session per Iowa Code 25.1 Subsection i at 7:23 P.M.  Roll call vote—Ayes:  Mangrich, Woods, Vorwald, Sullivan and Kayser.  Nays:  None.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Vorwald to return to open session at 8:12 P.M.

Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Vorwald, Woods, Kayser and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald to offer the maintenance position to Michael Coffin.  Motion died for a lack of a second.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Vorwald to offer the maintenance position as full time starting salary of $12.00 per hour to John Goeller.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Vorwald, Kayser and Mangrich.  Nays: None.  Abstain: Woods.

Salaries will be discussed in greater detail during budget preparation next month.
