REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, January 13, 2014.  Mayor Cowell called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Erickson, Mangrich and Sullivan.  Absent: Woods and Vorwald.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Brittany Annis, Assistant City Clerk; Colton Gaede Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.

Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to approve the minutes of the December 16th regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Erickson to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Receipts for the month of December were: General, $21,351.55; Special Revenue, $18,082.13; TIF, $6,433.75; Capital Projects, $19.00; Permanent Fund, $17.23 and Proprietary, $130,334.53.  Disbursements were: General, $16,092.75; Special Revenue, $17,113.94; TIF, $28,002.88 and Proprietary, $145,461.94.  Balance on hand at close of business on December 31, 2013 was $2,421,456.65.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Erickson and Mangrich.  Nays: None.

Andy Crump was present to speak on an ATV route into the city for purchasing gas and supplies.  The county is now allowing ATVs to be ridden on gravel roads and cities are to designate route they can be ridden on city streets. Chief Gaede will obtain the necessary forms from the DOT to allow crossing a state highway and a route will be chosen at the February 10th council meeting.

Motion by Sullivan, second by Erickson to approve RESOLUTION 2014-02 – RESOLUTION HIRING PART-TIME POLICE OFFICER.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Erickson, Woods and Mangrich.  Nays: None. He will be working approximately sixteen hours per week until Chief Gaede goes to the academy and twenty-four hours while in training.  Wages will be taken out of part-time wage budget until used and then health insurance reserve will be used.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to approve RESOLUTION 2014-03 – RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING NEW ENERGY COST ADJUSTMENT.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson that pursuant to city attorneys recommendation to dismiss the nuisance petition against the property at 402 South Street believing that the owner will make the improvements she has listed otherwise the city will re-file.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson, Woods and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

Dave reported that Don’s Truck Sales is letting the city use one of their used dump trucks to haul snow which saves time in a snow event.  They also donated some used shelving which was installed in the new storage building.
