The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, February 25, 2013.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present:  Vorwald, Woods, Mangrich and Erickson.  Absent: Sullivan.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.  


Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to amend the agenda to include Pool Pass Donation and Recycling Containers.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Woods, Vorwald and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Erickson to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Erickson, Mangrich and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Erickson to approve the minutes of the February 11th regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Erickson, Mangrich and Woods.  Nays: None.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Vorwald to open the public hearing on the FY2014 City Budget.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson. Nays: None. The Charge for Services and Business/Enterprise lines were discussed.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Vorwald to approve RESOLUTION 2013-03 – RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE ANNUAL BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2014.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson. Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to name Kevin Bodensteiner as the city representative to the Bremer County E911 Board.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Woods, Vorwald and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to amend the City’s participation in the East Knoll Ridge Fourth Addition to include an increase in crushed stone to offset the subdrain tile.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson and Vorwald.  Nays: None.  Abstain: Woods.

The city attorney will draft an amendment to the ordinance to increase sewer rates as follows:  There will be a flat rate of $15.00 for each household and all usage will be charges at a rate of $2.95 per thousand gallons or portion thereof.  The ordinance will need three readings before becoming effective.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to set the public hearing for a FY2013 Budget Amendment for Monday, March 11, 2013 at 6:05 P.M.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

The request for a pool pass for the IC silent auction died for lack of a motion.


Ted reported the recycling bins will be delivered to residents on Saturday, March 2.  The FFA students will be assisting.
