REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, March 8, 2010.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present:  Mangrich, Kayser and Cummings.  Absent:  Sullivan and Woods.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; B. J. Sackett, Police Chief; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Kayser to amend the agenda to include:  Tractor Purchase and Buchanan County Visitors Guide.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Kayser and Cummings.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Cummings to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Cummings and Kayser.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Cummings to approve the Minutes of the February 22nd Regular Meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Cummings and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Motion by Cummings, second by Mangrich to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Receipts for February were: General,$4,855.85; Special Revenue, $41,684.79; TIF, $116.91; Capital Projects, $68.17; Permanent Funds, $43.35 and Proprietary, $158,498.62.  Disbursements were: General, $23,126.90; Special Revenue, $11,258.48; TIF, $25.30 and Proprietary, $126,994.37.  Balance on hand at close of business on February 28, 2010 was $1,667,559.69. The possibility of using short term financing and then municipal bonds by including refinancing the balance of the pool loan was discussed. Kristi Wildung was present from Iowa Rural Water and presented the council with a proposal for an Emergency Connection with Central Iowa Water Association. No action was taken at this time.
