REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, March 12, 2012.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Erickson, Sullivan, Vorwald, and Woods.  Absent:  Mangrich.  Also present: Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director; B.J. Sackett, Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Vorwald to amend the agenda to include Insurance on New Storage Building.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Woods to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Woods, Erickson and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

Expenditures were: General, $14,836.78; Special Revenue, $12,549.56 and Proprietary, $100,379.89.  Balance on hand at close of business February 29, 2012 was $2,211,998.09.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Woods, Vorwald and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

Jon Biederman of Tekippe Engineering, Inc. gave an update on the various projects that have been discussed.  Plans are to open bids on the South Walnut Street project April 19th with a projected completion date of September 21.  The DOT is waiting for the final plan to complete a cost sharing agreement.  Larry Burger of Speer Financial will be asked to attend the April 9th council meeting to discuss financing options for the Grove Street Water Main,  Main Street Improvements and Sewer Improvements.

A request to clear timber on city property was discussed.  It was decided to check with city residents to see of any of them would be interested before letting it go to out of town residents.


No decision on the use of the city easement on Kristi Lane was made. The interested party will be asked to attend the next council meeting to discuss his plans for the use of the property.
