REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, March 28, 2011.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Vorwald, Kayser, Sullivan, Woods and Mangrich.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director; John Goeller, Maintenance; B. J. Sackett, Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.

Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Kayser, Woods and Vorwald. Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Woods to approve the minutes of the March 14th Regular Meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Woods, Kayser, Mangrich and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to open the public hearing on a $70,000 Loan Agreement.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Kayser.  Nays: None.  Attorney Prendergast explained again the process that was used to put together the loan documents and the reasoning behind it.  Ron Miller questioned if there was to be a vote for a Capital Improvement Levy why was this loan needed. This loan was to pay for amounts already expended so that funds on hand could be rolled into the start of the Capital Improvement Fund.  The Capital Project Levy could have a sunset date if that was the councils wish.  The process for putting the Capital Improvement Levy on the November ballot will start at the April 11th council meeting.

The Resolution for the $70,000 Loan Agreement failed for lack of a motion.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to do bank stabilization south of the ramp and around the island at a cost of $13,440.00.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Kayser.  Nays: None.


Councilman Sullivan left the meeting at 6:37 P.M.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Kayser to approve the appointment of Monica Ott, Torrey Martin and Mick Kane to the Pool Board.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Kayser, Mangrich and Woods.  Nays:  None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Kayser to take the steps necessary to turn a utility account over for collection as a property tax lien.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Kayser, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Woods to try to collect accounts of over $400.00 remaining on the books from customers who have been finalled through the small claims process.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Woods, Vorwald and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to adjourn at 6:54 P.M.  Roll call vote—Mangrich, Woods, Vorwald and Kayser.  Nays: None.
