REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, April 8, 2013.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Vorwald, Mangrich, Erickson, Woods and Sullivan.  Also present: Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Gary Ott, Assistant Public works Director and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to amend the agenda to include Insurance for Fairbank Days and Order for Professional Engineering Services.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.

Motion by Sullivan, second by Woods to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Woods, Erickson, Mangrich and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Mangrich to approve the minutes of the March 25th regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Mangrich, Erickson, Woods and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

Motion by Sullivan, second by Erickson to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Receipts for the month of March were: General, $23,934.93; Special Revenue, $19,449.17; TIF, $1,371.49; Capital Projects, $30.43; Permanent Fund, $14.95 and Proprietary, $171,938.84.  Disbursements were: General. $20,376.09; Special Revenue, $5,346.23, TIF, $40.00 and Proprietary, $153,075.62.  Balance on hand at close of business on March 31, 2013 was $2,352,138.35.Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Erickson, Mangrich, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.

Austin Scott from Websites to Impress gave a presentation on websites they have set up and costs involved.  They council selected items they would like on a website.  Motion by Vorwald, second by Sullivan to have him take that information to form a plan for Fairbank and an approximate cost for the website. Mike Miller and Lonnie Ross were present representing the American Legion.  The city will allow the veteran’s memorial at the site of the former ice skating area if the plans meet their approval when presented and it is okay with FEMA.  A memorandum of understanding for maintenance will then be drawn up.
