REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, April 11, 2011.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Woods, Sullivan, Vorwald, Kayser and Mangrich.  Also present:  Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; John Goeller, Maintenance; Beth Lortz, Deputy Clerk; B. J. Sackett, Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Woods to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Woods, Kayser, Mangrich and Sullivan... Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to approve the minutes of the March 28th Regular Meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Woods to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Receipts for the month of March were: General, $47,317.50; Special Revenue, $16,913.15; TIF, $1,556.79; Capital, $62.03; Permanent Fund, $39.42 and Proprietary, $193,817.42.  Disbursements were: General, $15,190.53; Special Revenue, $5,661.67 and Proprietary, $121,472.85.  Balance on hand at close of business March 31, 2011 was $1,941,704.19.  The City Clerk was directed to transfer $50,000.00 from sewer checking to sewer Hi-Fi. Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Woods, Kayser, Mangrich and Vorwald. Nays: None.

David Osterberg, Iowa Policy Project, Carole Yates, UNI, Craig Codner and Bobby Joe Miller, Butler County REC discussed the city’s participation in the Iowa Policy Project.  Teams would be created to find creative and effective ways to promote energy conservation.  It would be a friendly competition between cities.  Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to send a letter of support for the Iowa Policy Project.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.

The resolution to set the election for a capital improvement levy was tabled until the next meeting to compile more information on the amounts to be realized from various levy amounts.


The police chief was directed to gather evidence to proceed to enforce the property maintenance ordinance as it was written.


The members of the Pool Board are as follows:  Tammy Erickson, Mick Kane, Monica Ott, Shelli Hershey and Heather Holt.


The State Code will be researched to find what the latest status is on what is legal on operating ATVs and golf carts on city streets and it will be back on the next agenda.

Councilman Sullivan reported that the Fairbank Gun Club is working with the Department of Natural Resources to be able to stock fish in the river.  The council agreed to allow them to put up a sign stating that they did the project.
