REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, April 22, 2013.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Vorwald, Erickson, Mangrich and Sullivan.  Absent: Woods.  Also present:  Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director; Rick Deitrick, Acting Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to amend the agenda to include: Easement Agreement on Grove Street Project and Addendum to TeKippe Engineering Agreement Dated April 11, 2012.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson, Vorwald and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

Motion by Sullivan, second by Vorwald to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Vorwald, Erickson and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Mangrich to approve the minutes of the April 8th regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Mangrich, Erickson and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to approve the following bills.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson, Vorwald and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

Motion by Sullivan, second by Erickson to open the public hearing on Urban Renewal Plan Amendment. Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Erickson, Vorwald and Mangrich.  Nays: None. The Mayor reported that the meeting with county supervisors and school superintendent was held on April 15th with Chad Garber in attendance.  The Council was informed that the $20,000 internal loan would not be certified until December, 2014 after all conditions are satisfied.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Vorwald to close the public hearing.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Vorwald, Erickson and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Erickson, second by Sullivan to approve RESOLUTION 2013-06 – A RESOLUTION TO APPROVE URBAN RENEWAL PLAN AMENDMENT FOR FAIRBANK URBAN RENEWAL AREA.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Sullivan, Mangrich and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to set the interest rate at 1% and to approve RESOLUTION 2013-06 – RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING INTERNAL ADVANCE FOR FUNDING ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT FORGIVABLE LOAN TO FAIRBANK FOOD CENTER.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Erickson and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Rick Whalen and Anne Scroggins were present to finalize the purchase of power agreement with Butler County REC.  Motion by Vorwald, second by Sullivan to approve the agreement for a term of twenty (20) years.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Sullivan, Mangrich and Erickson.  Nays: None.

The citizen who asked to have the late night burning and clean up after dogs put on the agenda could not be present this evening but the council held a brief discussion on the burning issue and each council member will talk to individuals in their neighborhood who are burning unacceptable items.


Jon Biederman of TeKippe Engineering was present to present the bid tabulation of the bids opened on April 19th for the Grove Street Water Project.  Six bids were received ranging from a high of $67,487.00 to a low of $46,704.90.  He recommended that the council accept the lowest bid received.

Motion by Mangrich, second to Sullivan to accept the bid from Blazak Corp. of Lawler, IA in the amount $46,704.90 contingent on all easements being received and all terms met.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Erickson.  Nays: None.


There was no new information on East Knoll Ridge Fourth Addition.


Jolaine Mast was present to discuss the city’s possible involvement with a ball field at the school.  The council asked for more information before making any decisions.

Chad Garber gave an update on what is going on at the schools and some of the future plans.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to hold the second reading of the Ordinance 325 - amendment to raise sewer rates.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Erickson and Vorwald, Nays: None. Third and final reading will be at next council meeting.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Erickson to hold the first reading of Ordinance 326 amending the swimming pool board.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Erickson, Mangrich and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to waive the second and third readings and approve ORDINANCE 326 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FAIRBANK, IOWA, 1999, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO SWIMMING POOL BOARD.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Erickson.  Nays: None.

Motion by Vorwald, second by Sullivan to purchase two solar radar speed signs at an approximate cost of $1,750 each.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Sullivan, Mangrich and Erickson.  Nays: None.


More research will be done on city written traffic tickets to see what parameters are required.


Year end expenses were discussed in preparation for the budget amendment which will be presented at the next meeting to set public hearing date.

Jason Kayser was not present so no action was taken on police committee.


Ron Hutschenreuter was present to discuss the replacement of his trees before signing the easement.  Motion by Mangrich, second by Vorwald to spend $700.00 to replace the two trees that must be removed on the Hutschenreuter property during the Grove Street Water Project.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Vorwald, Erickson and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Erickson to approve the addendum to the TeKippe Engineering  agreement dated April 11, 2010 to cover additional services required for the sewer improvement project.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Erickson, Mangrich and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to adjourn at 8:13 P.M.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson, Vorwald and Sullivan.  Nays: None.
