REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, May 13, 2013.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Mangrich, Erickson, Vorwald, Sullivan and Woods.  Also present: Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; John Goeller, Maintenance; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director; Rick Deitrick, Acting Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Woods, second by Erickson to include Pool Employee Wages.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Erickson, Mangrich, Sullivan and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Erickson, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

Melaine Buzynski was present to present some ideas on city beautification which included a town clock, painting murals on building and ideas for fund raising to pay for the items.  The council gave permission to start fund raising for the items but stated it would be awhile before the city would begin the project.


Mike Miller presented the drawing for the Veterans Memorial and the council was in favor of the design and he will proceed with the project and hopes to have it completed by Memorial Day 2014.


Jon Biederman submitted a letter to the council stating that he had reviewed the plan of improvements for East Knoll Ridge Fourth Addition and it appeared to meet all code requirements and that upon the City receiving the application form and fee, the Preliminary Plat will be considered approved.  He also gave an update on the progress of the sewer improvement.
