REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, May 23, 2011.  Mayor Pro-tem called the meeting to order at 6:02 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Kayser, Vorwald, Woods, Mangrich and Sullivan.  Also present:  Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director; B.J. Sackett, Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Adam Fisk requested that the council allow him to replace some of the sand with black dirt and seed the lot on his brother’s grave.  He will do it at his expense.  The council okayed the project.


The Mayor arrived at 6:05 P.M.


Motion by Woods, second by Mangrich to approve the agenda as presented.  

Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Kayser.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Vorwald to approve the Minutes of the May 9th Regular Meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Vorwald, Sullivan, Mangrich and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Mangrich to open the Public Hearing on Budget Amendment for FY 2011.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Mangrich, Sullivan, Kayser and Vorwald.  Nays: None.  The only comment was about the final estimated balance being so different from what is currently on hand.


Motion by Woods, second by Sullivan to close the Public Hearing.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Sullivan, Mangrich, Kayser and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Vorwald to approve RESOLUTION 2011-03 – CITY BUDGET AMENDMENT AND CERTIFICATION.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Vorwald, Sullivan, Mangrich and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Sullivan to approve RESOLUTION 2011-04 – RESOLUTION APPROVING RELEASE OF MORTGAGE.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Sullivan, Mangrich, Kayser and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to approve the first reading of ORDINANCE 323 – WATER RATES.  Service charge will increase from $3.00 to $4.00 per meter per month and all water over the minimum usage per month will increase from $1.80 to $2.00 per thousand gallons.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Kayser, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to approve the Application for Renewal of the Class C Beer Permit for Casey’s General Store.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Woods, Vorwald, Sullivan and Kayser.  Nays: None.


There was no information available for Fairbank Development Corporation Beer Permit so it was tabled.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Kayser to allow Lynda Cutsforth and the IC Youth Group to operate the concession stand at the ball park as a fundraiser.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Kayser, Woods, Vorwald and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


A site plan will be developed for the building the city plans to put on the purchased property to be presented to the Planning and Zoning Board for consideration in the request to rezone the property from R-1 to C-1.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Kayser to get a bid price from Iowa Prison Industries to replace street signs with the federally approved version.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Kayser, Woods, Sullivan and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Dave and Gary will put together a list of infrastructure items that need to be addressed for the July 25th council meeting and the council will begin to prioritize them in order of completion.


After discussing the current sign up system for park usage, on changes were made to the policy.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to hire Roxanne Wenner to clean city hall at a rate of $12.50 per hour.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Kayser.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to adjourn at 7:13 P.M.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Kayser, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays: None.
