REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, June 8, 2009.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Frost, Shields, Woods and Mangrich.  Absent: Kayser.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director, B. J. Sackett, Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Woods, second by Shields to amend the agenda to include Garbage Pick Up.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Shields, Frost and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Motion by Frost, second by Mangrich to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Frost, Mangrich, Woods and Shields.  Nays: None.


Motion by Frost, second by Mangrich to approve the Minutes of the May 11, 2009 Regular Meeting. Roll call vote—Ayes: Frost, Mangrich, Woods and Shields.  Nays: None.

Motion by Shields, second by Woods to approve the Treasurer’s Report for the month of May. Receipts for the month of May were: General, $21,138.36; Special Revenue, $33,803.49; Permanent Fund, $52.97; Capital Projects, $87.37 and Enterprise, $119,913.66. Disbursements were: General, $15,490.53; Special Revenue, $2,814.56 and Enterprise, $81,653.07. Balance on hand at the close of business on May 31, 2009 was $1,571,495.94.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Shields, Woods, Mangrich and Frost.  Nays: None.


Pat and Mindy Dolan of Dolan Excavating and Jon Biederman of TeKippe Engineering were present to discuss the close out and acceptance of the Hwy 281 Utility Improvement Project.  Motion by Woods, second by Mangrich to deduct $900.00 from the bill submitted to Dolan by the City.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Mangrich, Frost and Shields.  Nays: None.  The formal paperwork will be done and acceptance of the project will be on the next regular meeting.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Frost to approve the following Applications for Renewal of Cigarette /Tobacco Permits: Casey’s General Store, Fairbank Food Center and Pronto Market, Inc.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Frost, Shields and Woods.  Nays: None.


Chad Garber and Jerry VanDaele were present for the school construction discussion.  Jon Biederman will check out some possible options for the water.  The council will schedule a special meeting to do further planning.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Frost to approve RESOLUTION 2009-11 – RESOLUTION APPROVING THE IOWA PUBLIC POWER AGENCY JOINT TRANSMISSION AGREEMENT.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Frost, Shields and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to approve Brian Ott as replacement for Dean Brase on the Library Board.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Woods, Shields and Frost.  Nays: None.


The city attorney will be asked to incorporate the electric rate increase recommended by the recently completed rate study into the rewrite of the current Electric Ordinance.


The Butler County REC energy efficiency program will be incorporated with the city energy efficiency program and will also be including the natural gas department in the plan.


The Cemetery Ordinance is in the process of being rewritten and will include the requirement for permanent vaults for all burials and that markers in the cremation section must be level with the ground.  The price for cremation size lots will be $150.


The city will continue to rent a port-a-potty to be placed in the West Bentley Park but will be moved to other locations if needed.


Motion by Shields, second by Mangrich to make a request to the Iowa Department of Transportation to close Main Street from First Street to Fourth Street from noon June 24 through noon June 28 for Fairbank Days.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Shields, Mangrich, Woods and Frost.  Nays: None.


Motion by Shields, second by Mangrich to extend park hours until 2:00 A.M. for Fairbank Days.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Shields, Mangrich, Woods and Frost.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Shields to approve the Application for Beer License from Fairbank Development Corporation.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Shields and Frost.  Abstain: Woods. Nays: None.


Motion by Frost, second by Mangrich to approve the Application for Fireworks Permit for Fairbank Development Corporation and the City of Fairbank.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Frost, Mangrich, Woods and Shields.  Nays: None.


Employee vacation time was resolved prior to the meeting and no action was necessary.
