REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, June 10, 2013.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present:  Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods Mangrich and Erickson.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Woods to amend the agenda to include City Website and Board of Adjustment Decision.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Woods, Vorwald, Mangrich and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Erickson, second by Mangrich to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.

Jason Kayser was present on behalf of the Fire Department requesting that the council amend the FY2014 budget to allow them to replace a piece of emergency equipment for the ambulance which has quit working.  It will be paid from ambulance savings – two thirds from Capital Expenditure Trust and one third from Operations Trust.  Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to approve the request. Non-paid help at the pool failed for a lack of a motion.
