REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, July 9, 2012.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Vorwald, Erickson, Mangrich, Woods and Sullivan.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Rick Deitrick, Interim Police Chief; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.

Motion by Erickson, second by Woods to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Woods, Vorwald, Sullivan and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Sullivan to approve the minutes of the June 25th regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Sullivan, Mangrich, Erickson and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Receipts for the month of June were: General, $45,285.08; Special Revenue, $14,210.29; TIF, $441.23; Capital, $21.36; Permanent Funds, $18.87 and Proprietary, $98,428.18.  Disbursements were: General, $32,789.66; Special Revenue, $5,385.15; TIF, $18,750.00; Capital, $1,280.90 and Proprietary, $95,645.36.  Balance on hand at close of business in June 30, 2012 was $2,268,629.15.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Erickson, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

Bill Wolfgram, Buchanan County Sheriff, was present to discuss police coverage when a city officer was not available.  The county would charge around $22.00 per hour for deputies answering calls.  The city will check to see if there are any officers from other towns would be interested in working when not at their regular jobs.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to approve the mayor to sign the Cathodic Protection Contract with Corrpro, Inc.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson, Woods, Vorwald and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

The council discussed uses for the local option tax money and decided to use 70 percent for Main Street improvements and 30 percent for storm sewer improvements.  The official wording will be approved at the next meeting for inclusion on the ballot for the November general election.

Black Hawk Solid Waste Commission will only do the regular allocation and does not fund recycling containers.  The next funding for the IDNR SWAP grant will require applications to be submitted prior to October 1, 2012 if interested.
