REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, July 22, 2013.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Vorwald, Erickson, Mangrich, Woods and Sullivan.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Colton Gaede, Police Chief; John Goeller, Maintenance and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Woods to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Woods, Vorwald, Mangrich and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Mangrich to approve the minutes of the July 8th regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Mangrich, Erickson, Woods and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Erickson to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Receipts for the month of June were: General, $43,115.85; Special Revenue, $15,916.13; TIF, $518.50; Capital Projects, $19.05; Permanent Funds, $516.61 and Proprietary, $114,752.82.  Disbursements were: General, $37,003.38; Special Revenue, $1,010.01; TIF, $25,367.20 and Proprietary, $137,632.56.  Balance on hand at close of business June 30, 2013 was $2,367,757.45.  Roll call vote—Ayes:  Sullivan, Erickson, Woods, Vorwald and Mangrich.  Nays: None.

Lucas Elsbernd of Fehr Graham went over the preliminary plans and answered questions on the sewer upgrade.  They will continue to work toward the construction while the city works on the financing of the project.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Vorwald to approve the Annual Service Agreement Water Storage/Clarifier Cathodic Protection with Corrpro.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Vorwald, Woods, Erickson and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Vorwald to pay John Goeller $1,500 for services as summer recreation director.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods, Erickson and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to approve RESOLUTION 2013-14 – RESOLUTION TO ALLOW ALCOHOL TO BE CONSUMED AT A ONE-TIME FUND RAISING FUNCTION.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Woods, Vorwald, Sullivan and Erickson.  Nays: None.

Motion by Vorwald, second by Sullivan to approve RESOLUTION 2013-15 – RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING EMPLOYEE SALARIES.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Sullivan, Mangrich, Erickson and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Erickson to approve funding the entire amount of the electrical wiring for the Food Pantry from the Butler County REC marketing fund balance if Corn Belt did not chose to participate in the project.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Erickson, Mangrich, Sullivan and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to purchase 3” by 4” stainless steel plaques to replace the current plaques on the light poles which were donated in the parks.  Funds will come half from natural gas and half from electric funds.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to approve RESOLUTION 2013-16 – RESOLUTION RELATING TO THE ALLOCATION OF THE LOCAL OPTION SALES AND SERVICE TAX IN THE AMOUNT OF 1% FOR THE CITY OF FAIRBANK, IOWA TO BE EFFECTIVE JANUARY 1, 2014 AND SPECIFYING THE PURPOSE TO WHICH THE REVENUES SHALL BE APPLIED.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson, Woods, Vorwald and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

The budget amendment figures were discussed.  The public hearing will be held at the August 12th meeting to approve the amendment.
