REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, August 9, 2010.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Sullivan, Woods, Kayser and Mangrich.  Absent: None.  Also present: Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; B. J. Sackett, Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Kayser, second by Sullivan to amend the agenda to include Vacancy on the City Council.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Sullivan, Woods and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Sullivan to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Sullivan, Mangrich and Kayser.  Nays; None.

Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to approve the minutes of the July 26th Regular Meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Receipts for July were: General, $35,332.51; Special Revenue, $20,051.07; TIF, $675,846.56; Capital, $689.63; Permanent, $38.54 and Proprietary, $92,868.85.  Disbursements were:  General, $122,678.57; Special Revenue, $2,640.42; TIF, $339,215.07 and Proprietary, $94,664.14.  Balance on hand at close of business July 31, 2010 was $1,900,617.03.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan and Woods.  Nays: None.
Cheryl and Chrystal Kleitsch were present to report on the year at the ballpark concession stand.  Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to accept a donation of $200.00 to cover utilities used.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Woods, Sullivan and Kayser.  Nays: None.


No action was taken on traffic control in alley behind locker as person requesting it be put on the agenda did not appear.  Police Chief will discuss the issue with them.


Bob Baumann and Craig Codner were present to detail the light bulb energy efficiency program.  They gave a demonstration on the different types of bulbs.  Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to purchase five cases each of the 2700K and 5000K for the program.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Woods, Sullivan and Kayser.  Nays: None.

Motion by Kayser, second by Sullivan to approve the closing of Rainbow Drive on August 19th from 5:30 P.M. to 10:30 P.M. for a neighborhood block party.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Sullivan, Woods and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Sullivan to approve the closing of Amy Avenue on September 4th from 3 P.M. to 12 A.M. for a neighborhood party.  Rain date is September 5th.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Sullivan, Woods and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


The estimated cost for dredging around the island wasn’t available so any decisions on the approach to the clean up was tabled until next meeting.


Jon Biederman was present to discuss Change Order 3 from Skyline Construction, Inc.  Motion by Mangrich, second by Kayser to approve Change Order 3 in the amount of ($4,535.53).  Roll call vote—Ayes:  Mangrich, Kayser, Woods and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Sullivan to approve Pay Estimate 3 to Skyline Construction, Inc. in the amount of $57,647.42.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Sullivan, Woods and Mangrich.  Nays: None. The project is essentially completed.  The retainage will be paid in approximately thirty days if everything is satisfactory.
