REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, August 26, 2013 at 6:00 P.M.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present were:  Vorwald, Sullivan, Woods and Erickson.  Absent: Mangrich.  Also present:  Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director, Colton Gaede, Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Erickson, second by Sullivan to amend the agenda to include: Approve minutes of the July 22nd regular meeting and the August 14th special meeting. Roll call vote-- Ayes: Erickson, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Erickson to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Erickson, Sullivan and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Erickson to approve the minutes of the July 22nd regular meeting, August 12th regular meeting and August 14th special meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Erickson, Woods and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

Motion by Sullivan, second by Woods to approve the Treasurer’s Report. Receipts for the month of July were:  General, $24,056.08; Special Revenue, $16,654.77; TIF, $368.27; Capital Projects, $648.52; Permanent Fund, $17.02 and Proprietary, $120,816.13.  Disbursements were: General, $58,009.64; Special Revenue, $617.96 and Proprietary, $115,442.56.  Balance on hand at close of business on July 31, 2013 was $2,366,248.08.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Woods, Vorwald and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Nate Clayburg from Buchanan County Economic Development was present to thank the council for their continued financial support and to update them on current activities.


John Tremaine the attorney representing Robert Leuenberger was present to discuss the fence issue.  His contention was that there is precedence in state law that states that if they were told that they could install the fence they could not be forced to remove it.  It also appears that the correct procedures were not followed and that Leuenbergers were willing to waive an appeal to the Board of Adjustment and submit to the council for a decision.  Motion by Sullivan, second by Erickson that since all permits were obtained as required the fence stays.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Erickson, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

Motion by Woods, second by Vorwald to hire Jason Sullivan as a reserve police officer.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Vorwald, and Erickson.  Nays: None. Abstain: Sullivan.

There was no action on the Golf Cart Ordinance as it died for a lack of a motion.

Motion by Woods, second by Erickson to allow the closing of Rainbow Drive on August 29th from 5 to 10 P.M.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Erickson, Sullivan and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Sullivan to approve that $10,000.00 be spent toward the concrete repair on Fourth Street South.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Sullivan, Erickson and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Erickson to approve RESOLUTION 2013-19 – RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING TRANSFER OF FUNDS.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Erickson, Sullivan and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

The Mayor will send a letter to the customer involved in a meter reading issue.  They will be allowed to make payments at intervals.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Sullivan to approve the payment of $418.00 for the annual pool inspection.  Roll call vote—Vorwald, Sullivan, Erickson and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Sullivan to approve the seal coating proposal from Prairie Road Builders in the amount of $18,467.00 and to add the parking portion on the east side of Second Street North from Main Street to the alley.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Sullivan, Erickson and Woods.  Nays: None.

Motion by Vorwald, second by Sullivan to approve 6” of concrete for the area at the rear of the city shop at an approximate cost of $3,200.00.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Sullivan, Erickson and Woods.  Nays: None.

Motion by Erickson, second by Vorwald to adjourn at 7:43 P.M.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Vorwald, Woods, Sullivan.  Nays: None.
