The Fairbank City Council met in Regular session on Monday, September 12, 2011.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present:  Kayser, Vorwald, Sullivan and Woods.  Absent: Mangrich.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; B.J. Sackett, Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Woods to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Woods, Kayser and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Woods to approve the Minutes of the August 22nd Regular Meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Woods, Kayser and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Kayser to approve the Treasurer’s Report.
