REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, October 10, 2011.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Vorwald, Woods, Kayser and Sullivan.  Absent: Mangrich.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; B.J. Sackett, Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Woods, second by Sullivan to approve the agenda as printed.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Sullivan, Kayser and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Woods to approve the minutes of the September 26th Regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Woods, Kayser and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Kayser to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Receipts for the month of September were:  General, $24,643.91; Special Revenue, $22,747.21; TIF, $3,272.10; Capital Projects, $44.75; Permanent Funds, $28.82 and Proprietary, $113,415.76.  Disbursements were: General, $33,098.67; Special Revenue, $3,365.64 and Proprietary, $99767.90.  Balance on hand at close of business September 30, 2011 was $1,975,211.11. Motion by Vorwald, second by Kayser to amend Ordinance 323 to include stop signs for east and west bound traffic at Forest Street at the intersection with Fifth Street North making it a four-way stop intersection and to remove the stop sign at Collins Road and Christians Trail for traffic coming from the northwest.
