REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, October 11, 2010.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Vorwald, Sullivan, Mangrich, Kayser and Woods.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; B. J. Sackett, Police Chief; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Kayser, Woods and Vorwald. Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to approve the minutes of the September 27th Regular Meeting with the following correction:  Trick or Treat Hours, Sunday, October 31st from 5:30 to 7:30 P.M. Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Woods, Vorwald, Sullivan and Kayser.  Nays: None.

Motion by Woods, second by Kayser to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Receipts for the month of September were:  General, $23,205.21; Special Revenue, $18,219.22; TIF, $3,314.81, Capital Projects, $60.01; Permanent Funds, $38.18 and Proprietary, $116,946.68.  Disbursements were: General, $33,025.43; Special Revenue, $26,621.22, TIF, $7,777.00, Capital Projects, $10,400.00 and Proprietary, $113,196.69.  Balance on hand at the close of business on September 30, 2010 was$1,784,439.05.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to open the Public Hearing on the Property Maintenance Ordinance.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Kayser.  Nays: None.  Several residents spoke on the issue.  Willis Burington stated he had showed the ordinance around and had many signatures on a petition against it and that no one wants more government control in their lives.  He felt that people weren’t properly informed about was happening because not everyone received the Oelwein paper.  The city attorney said that the city had more than met the notification requirements for this hearing.  Mr. Burington said that he would not be able to meet the requirements because of the number of licensed drivers in his family and the additional vehicles needed for his business.  Brett Cummings was concerned about how snowmobiles would be counted in the recreational vehicle section and the fact that they could not be parked on the grass.  Connie Rechkemmer stated that the number of vehicles and equipment setting in the driveway and yard and on the road has affected their ability to sell their home because potential buyers said they did not want to look at it all the time.  Brad Gordon felt the entire ordinance needed to be reworked, the public needs to be better informed and that it needs to be uniformly applied. Mary Jans stated that she would like see the area behind the garage cleaned up as it was in full view of residents in the trailer court and was not pleasing to look at.  Duane Bentley asked why this ordinance was being based on an ordinance from a large city when Fairbank is much smaller.  The city attorney said this was a place to start and could be changed as the council wanted it.   Kay Frame stated that nobody was out to get anybody but she felt 14 to 15 vehicles were too many.  Dan Kreins stated that snowmobiles should not be driven across private property.  Councilman Vorwald suggested the council rework the recreational vehicle section and it be placed back on the next agenda.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to close the Public Hearing.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Woods, Vorwald, Sullivan and Kayser.  Nays: None.

Motion by Kayser, second by Sullivan to close the Public Hearing.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to approve the first reading of ORDINANCE NO. 319 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FAIRBANK, IOWA, BY AMENDING SECTIONS 65.02 STOP REQUIRED.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan and Woods.  Nays: Vorwald.

Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to set the date for a Public Hearing on the animal licensing ordinance for November 8th at 6:05 P.M.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.
