REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, October 22, 2012.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present:  Sullivan, Erickson and Mangrich.  Absent: Woods and Vorwald.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public works Director, Rick Deitrick, Acting Police Chief, Heather Prendergast, City Attorney and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.

Motion by Sullivan, second by Erickson to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Erickson and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to approve the minutes of the October 8th regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Since the city attorney had to leave early, items on the agenda were taken out of order.



The council members and the police department will come up with a list of streets on which truck traffic will be prohibited for the next council meeting and the city attorney will draft an ordinance to be added to the City Code.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Erickson to pay Joe Duffy $5,500.00 for a portion of a lot that he owns.  The City Attorney will draft all the legal documentation for the purchase.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Erickson and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Councilman Woods arrived at 6:12 P.M.

The city attorney explained the alternatives for funds for the TIF agreement with the historical society.  Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to use the internal funding and to pursue an agreement as to what will be done, a timetable and a forgivable mortgage with the historical society.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson, Woods and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

Motion by Woods, second by Sullivan to set the public hearing to amend the urban renewal plan for Monday, November 26th at 6:05 P.M. Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Sullivan, Mangrich and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to approve the Agreement for Subdivision Review contingent on rewording of the indemnification paragraph.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson, Woods and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

Acting Police Chief Deitrick presented a quote for a basic police car.  He will get more accurate numbers for equipment and installation and will be on the next agenda.

Councilman Vorwald arrived at 6:58 P.M.


Adam Kerns was present from Two Rivers Insurance to speak to the council on employee health insurance and other services they offer.  Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to appoint Adam Kerns as our agent of record.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Woods to approve Pay Estimate #3 in the amount of  $2,560.25 which is due now, Change Order #2 in the amount of $1,235.00, Pay Estimate #4 (Final) for the retainage amount of $6,698.81 which is due 30 days after acceptance and the letter of acceptance. Total cost of construction of the project was $162,476.15 before IDOT reimbursement.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Woods, Vorwald, Sullivan and Erickson.  Nays: None.

Jon Biederman of TeKippe Engineering presented an update on the Wastewater Treatment Plan.  Construction could start late 2013 but more likely 2014.  It must be completed by December 2015.  Financing options will need to be discussed in the near future.

Rochelle Kane was present to discuss updating the city web site.  The clerk will check with Butler County REC to see how much is left in the marketing account and if it could be used for the web site.  Also other resources available for planning and putting together the site will be explored.  It will be on the next agenda.


Cost estimates for East Knoll Ridge , 4th Addition will be brought to the next council meeting for discussion.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to offer Accidental Death and Dismemberment Insurance to firefighters and EMT’s.  The City will pay the $13.30 annual single premium for each member desiring coverage.  If spouse, family or child coverage is desired, the additional premium  of $5.70 must be paid by the member.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to adjourn at 8:47 P.M.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Erickson and Vorwald.  Nays: None.
