REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, October 24, 2010.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Vorwald, Kayser, Mangrich and Woods.  Absent: Sullivan.  Also present: Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Dave Ryan, Public Works Director and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Vorwald to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Vorwald, Woods and Kayser.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Woods to approve the minutes of the October 10th Regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Woods, Vorwald and Mangrich.  Nays: None.

Motion by Woods, second by Vorwald to hold the second reading of Ordinance 323 pertaining to stop signs.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Vorwald, Mangrich and Kayser.  Nays: None.


Councilman Sullivan arrived at 6:05 P.M.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich  to waive the third reading of Ordinance 323.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Kayser, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to approve ORDINANCE 323 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FAIRBANK, IOWA, 1999, CHAPTER 65 PERTAINING TO STOP SIGNS.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods. Nays: None.

The city attorney explained the capital improvement levy which will be on the ballot November 8.  Denny and Paula Farrington inquired as to what the levy would cover.  The attorney explained that the money levied could only be used to improve city owned property not private property.  Denny and Mary Kay Frost asked about other possible sources of funding such as local option tax revenue rather than having it funded by property owners only.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Kayser to add a 25% surcharge to the residential garbage rate currently charged for persons living outside of the city limits if they wish to contract for garbage pick up through the city.  A service contract will be required.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Kayser, Woods, Vorwald and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


A design will be drawn up for the storage building and will be presented at the next council meeting for further action.


Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to approve Jim Goeller as a driver for snow removal and others will be approved as they complete the necessary paperwork.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.


Possible technology upgrades and the costs involved will be discussed at the next council meeting.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Woods to adjourn at 7:09 P.M.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Woods, Kayser, Mangrich and Vorwald.  Nays: None.
