REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, October 28, 2013.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Erickson, Vorwald, Mangrich, Woods and Sullivan.  Also present:  Colton Gaede, Police Chief; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Dave Ryan, Public Works Director and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to amend the agenda to include discussion on the upcoming TIF certification.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson, Woods, Vorwald and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Vorwald to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Vorwald, Sullivan, Mangrich and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Erickson, second by Woods to approve the minutes of the October 14th meeting with the following correction: Members absent: Woods and Sullivan.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Woods, Vorwald, Sullivan and Mangrich.  Nays: None.

Jason Kayser as representative of the fire department gave a presentation on the new ambulance the fire department has selected and the plans for the financing.  The quoted price for the W.C. Model: Type 1 Ford F450 is $159,721.00 with a trade-in value on the current ambulance of $14,000.00.Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to approve the request from the fire department to purchase the unit.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Erickson, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

Two proposals were received for geotechnical services for the wastewater system improvements:  Team Services, Inc. for $2,800.00 and Terracon Consultants, Inc. for $2,950.00.  Motion by Vorwald, second by Woods to accept the proposal from Team Services, Inc.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Woods, Erickson, Mangrich and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to hold the second reading of Ordinance 63.04.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson, Woods, Vorwald and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

Motion by Sullivan, second by Woods to waive the third reading and approve ORDINANCE 63.04 – ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 63.04 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FAIRBANK, IOWA, TO ADD AN ADDITIONAL SPEED RESTRICTION ZONE.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Woods, Vorwald, Mangrich and Erickson.  Nays: None.

Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to approve the leveling of the approaches to the swinging bridge and main street bridge at an estimated cost of $2,000.00.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Erickson, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

Electric sales versus cost of power and operating expenses were discussed.  Since a Butler County REC representative will be at the next meeting, no decisions were made.

The Administration Committee narrowed the applications for assistant clerk down to twelve.  These applicants will be contacted and given information as to possible salary ranges and available benefits to see if they are still interested.  They will bring the information to the next meeting.

The city attorney will get more information from the bonding attorney concerning TIF funding and the TIF certification will be on the next agenda.
