REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, November 8, 2010.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Vorwald, Kayser, Sullivan and Woods.  Absent: Mangrich.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director;  B. J. Sackett, Police Chief; Mary Lou Fink, City Treasurer and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.

Motion by Sullivan, second by Woods to amend the agenda to include Resignation of Office Employee.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Woods, Kayser and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

Motion by Kayser, second by Sullivan to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes:  Kayser, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Woods to approve the Minutes of the October 25th Regular Meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Woods, Kayser and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Vorwald to approve the Treasurer’s report after an explanation of the error by the Treasurer.  Receipts for the month of October were: General, $75,045.91; Special Revenue, $16,204.18; TIF, $33,837.38; Capital , $57.96; Permanent Fund, $286.84 and Proprietary, $100,932.75.  Disbursements were: General, $38,796.46; Special Revenue, $3,082.11 and Proprietary, $142,349.41.  Balance on hand at the end of business on October 31, 2010 was $1,826,576.09.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Kayser.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Sullivan to open the Public Hearing on the Animal Control Ordinance.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.  Councilman Sullivan stated that he didn’t think that this ordinance would solve the problem of feral cats and loose dogs.  Chief Sackett said he felt the object of the ordinance was to make it easier to track the animal for accountability if it bit or attacked anyone.  Councilman Kayser felt that if the ordinance went into effect in January, residents should be given a grace period to July 1 without a penalty since it is new.  Motion by Vorwald, second by Woods to close the Public Hearing.  Roll call vote—Vorwald, Woods, Kayser and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald to waive the second and third reading of the ordinance and adopt it on the first reading.  Motion died for a lack of a second.


Motion by Kayser, second by Woods to approve the first reading of ORDINANCE NO. 320 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FAIRBANK, IOWA, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 55, BY ADDING SECTION 55.17.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Woods, Vorwald and Sullivan.  Nays: None.

Motion by Woods, second by Sullivan to open the Public Hearing on Disposal of Real Property.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Sullivan, Kayser and Vorwald.  Nays: None.  Mary Lou Fink and Howard Durham were present for the Historical Society.  The City Attorney said that the property could not be gifted to them as they are not a governmental body.  They were informed that there was no way to get sewer hook up to them unless they got an easement from the adjoining property owner to cross their property.  Mr. Durham said he would talk to them.  Councilman Kayser felt that if they did acquire the property, it should contain a stipulation that they must maintain the Century Jail as a requirement.  It will be brought back to a future council meeting.  Motion by Kayser, second by Sullivan to close the Public Hearing.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.

Dave gave information on a company that would like to do an experimental pilot project using the dam as the location of a hydro-power generating system.  He will keep the council informed as more information becomes available.  Butler County REC asked to also be kept in the loop.


Bob Baumann, Craig Codner and Bobby Joe Miller were present to discuss the rate increase to go into effect the first of the year.  The rate increase is expected to be approximately 5.44%.  Craig informed the council that the city was on track with their energy efficiency goals.

Motion by Kayser, second by Vorwald to approve the first reading of ORDINANCE 321 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FAIRBANK, IOWA, BY ADDING CHAPTER 171 PERTAINING TO PARKING IN R-1 AMD R-2 ZONING DISTRICTS.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Vorwald, Woods and Sullivan.  Second reading will be on the next agenda.  


Motion by Kayser, second by Sullivan to approve the TIF committee’s recommendation of $10,000 to Boyd’s Bar of $5,000 now and the other $5,000 if the sidewalk is repaired by December 1st.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.

Motion by Kayser, second by Sullivan to approve the Agreement for the Provision of Limited Professional Services for work on the River Channel Study.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Sullivan to approve the 2010 Annual Report and direct it’s submission to the State Auditor’s Office.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Sullivan, Kayser and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

The council reaffirmed that it is a city policy not to pay for any damage caused by an electrical problem that they had no control over.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Woods to pay the bills as presented with the adjustment of Butler County REC bill to actual when received.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Woods, Kayser and Sullivan.  Nays: None.
