REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on November 14, 2011.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present:  Vorwald, Woods, Kayser and Sullivan.  Absent: Mangrich.  Also Present:  Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; B.J. Sackett, Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Woods to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Woods, Kayser and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Sullivan to approve the minutes of the October 24th meeting with a correction on the date to 2011.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Sullivan, Kayser and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Kayser to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Receipts were: General, $80,499.35; Special Revenue, $19,462.64; TIF, $69,535.85; Capital, $46.81; Permanent Fund, $29.74 and Proprietary, $99,896.24.  Disbursements were: General, $32,691.83; Special Revenue, $2,405.66; Proprietary, $96,959.42.  Balance on hand at close of business October 31, 2011 was $2,113,109.09.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Kayser, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Sullivan to accept the Annual Financial Report and to submit it to the State.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Sullivan, Kayser and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Woods to sign contracts with the current garbage customers who live outside of the city limits to continue garbage pick up at city rates but not to extend the service to any new accounts.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Woods, Vorwald and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


The specifications for the new storage building were discussed and plans and cost estimates will be obtained for a 60’ by 104’ and a 60’ by 120’ building to be reviewed at the next council meeting before a decision as to which will be built is made.


B.J. Sackett will continue to work on locating the desired technology and costs for city hall.
