Motion by Sullivan, second by Erickson to amend the agenda to add: Façade Master Plan.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Erickson, Vorwald and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Motion by Erickson, second by Mangrich to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Mangrich, Sullivan and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to approve RESOLUTION 2012-14 – A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING INTERNAL ADVANCE FOR FUNDING ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT FORGIVABLE LOAN TO FAIRBANK HISTORICAL SOCIETY.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Erickson.  Nays: None.

Councilman Woods arrived at 6:15 P.M.

Jon Biederman of TeKippe Engineering was present to give an update on the progress of the sewer upgrade and to discuss East Knoll Ridge 4th Addition.  Options on street costs with additional product and asphalt or concrete surface were discussed.  No decisions were made and it will be on the next agenda.


Adam Kerns was present to discuss the renewal of employee health insurance.  The cost will go down 17.82% for the next year.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to approve a request for $20,000 in TIF funding for Fairbank Food Center and to begin the process to amend the Fairbank Urban Renewal Plan.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Erickson, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

The representative from the web development company could not attend the meeting so he will be on the next agenda.


Motion by Woods, second by Erickson to certify $170,000 in TIF taxes to be collected in FY 2014.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Erickson, Mangrich, Sullivan and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to approve Colton Gaede as reserve police officer for the City.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Councilman Vorwald has contacted business owners on Main Street about the Main Street Façade Master Plan Grant.  He is setting up a meeting for the next council meeting for everyone to get together for a discussion on the subject.
