REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, December 10, 2012.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Vorwald, Sullivan, Mangrich, Erickson and Woods.  Also present: Heather Prendergast, City Attorney;  Dave Ryan, Public Works Director and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Sullivan to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Erickson to approve the minutes of the November 26th regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Erickson. Mangrich, Sullivan and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Receipts for the month of November were: General, $90,103.91; Special Revenue, $18,294.99; TIF, $7,129.10; Capital Projects, $39.18; Permanent Fund, $19.24 and Proprietary, $99,342.97.  Disbursements were: General, $12,739.02; Special Revenue, $3,648.58; TIF, $4,575.00 and Proprietary, $94,052.98.  Balance on hand at close of business November 30, 2012 was $2,286,304.64.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Erickson, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

Attorney Prendergast updated the council on the options on funding the East Knoll Ridge Fourth Addition and the paybacks that would be available.  She also reported that she has been in contact with Fayette County about the Enterprise Zone and they have agreed to rebate the county portion of property taxes with a maximum of $650 per year for the four houses involved.  Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to begin the procedures to rebate the city portion of property taxes on the same four houses.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Erickson and Vorwald.  Nays: None. Abstain: Woods.

Jason Nissan was present to give a proposal from Far Reach to design a new web site.  The council will look at possible ways to fund the project before deciding how to proceed.
