REGULAR MEETING
The Fairbank City Council met in Regular Session on Monday, December 13, 2010.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:00 P.M.  Members present: Vorwald, Mangrich, Kayser, Sullivan and Woods.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director; John Goeller, Maintenance and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.

Motion by Woods, second by Sullivan to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Sullivan, Mangrich, Kayser and Vorwald.  Nays: None.
Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to approve the Minutes of the November 22nd Regular Meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.

Motion by Sullivan, second by Woods to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Receipts for the month of November were:  General, $23,391.38; Special Revenue, $21,333.81; TIF, $10,623.46; Capital Fund, $692.86; Permanent Fund, $40.59 and Proprietary, $86,905.43.  Disbursements were: General, $15,912.98; Special Revenue, $2,919.84; TIF, $8,909.44 and Proprietary, $68,707.97.  Balance on hand at close of business November 30, 2010 was $1,873,113.39.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Woods, Vorwald, Mangrich and Kayser.  Nays: None.
Craig Codner and Bob Baumann were present from Butler County REC to answer questions on hydro power and wind turbines.  They also stated that the rate increase for next year will be approximately 5.44%.  A resolution will be on the next agenda to approve an ECA to cover this increase.
Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to adopt ORDINANCE 320 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FAIRBANK, IOWA, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 55 BY ADDING SECTION 55.17 after the third reading.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: Sullivan.
Willis Burington was present to state that if more people knew about the Parking and Property Maintenance Ordinance there would be a lot of opposition and he felt it was not publicized enough.  Attorney Prendergast stated that the city had met all the code requirements and went above that to get it before the public.  Motion by Vorwald, second by Woods to adopt ORDINANCE 321 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FAIRBANK, IOWA, BY ADDING CHAPTER 171 PERTAINING TO PARKING IN R-1 AND R-2 ZONING DISTRICTS after the third reading.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Woods, Kayser, Mangrich and Sullivan.  Nays: None.
Motion by Sullivan, second by Kayser to approve the Application for Class C Liquor License and Sunday Sales renewal for the American Legion.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Kayser, Mangrich, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.

Ted had the following quotes for removing silt from around the island: Bryan Construction, $5.25 per cubic yard; Shane Rechkemmer, $7.95 per cubic yard; PCI, $6.74 per cubic yard and Jesup Land Improvement, $6.30 per cubic yard. The quantity to be removed varied with each quote. Ted had come up with a quantity of 8,560 cubic yard in his measurement. Motion by Vorwald, second by Kayser to accept the bid of $5.25 per cubic yard from Bryan Construction contingent on verifying the quantity to be removed would not vary more than ten percent (10%) from 8,500 cubic yards.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan and Woods.  Nays: None.
Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to borrow an amount not to exceed $50,000 from the electric fund to do the silt removal at the Island.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.

Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to hold a public hearing on December 27, 2010 at 6:00 P.M. on an ordinance amendment to prohibit parking on the west side of Fifth Street North between Forest and Front Streets and on the south side of Forest Street between Fifth and Sixth Streets North.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods.  Nays: None.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Kayser for payment of the bills as presented with the exception of the bill to Birdnow Motor Trade which will be withdrawn.  The Police Chief will send them a letter explaining why the bill was denied.  Utility deposit refunds in the amount of $600.00 were added to the total bills.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Kayser, Woods, Vorwald and Sullivan. Nays: None.
