REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in Regular session on Monday, January 24, 2011.  Mayor Welsh called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:00 P.M.  Members present: Vorwald, Sullivan, Mangrich, Woods and Kayser.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Gary Ott, Assistant Public Works Director; B. J. Sackett, Police Chief and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Woods, second by Mangrich to amend the agenda to include Discussion on Property Purchase.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Kayser.  Nays: None.


Motion by Sullivan, second by Mangrich to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Sullivan, Mangrich, Kayser, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays:  None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Woods to approve the Minutes of the January 10th Regular Meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Woods, Vorwald, Sullivan and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Mangrich to hold the third reading of Ordinance 322 and approve the  ORDINANCE NO, 322 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY IF FAIRBANK, IOWA, 1999, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO NO PARKING ZONES with the corrected wording.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Mangrich, Sullivan, Vorwald and Woods. Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Woods to approve Change Order No. Four for an increase of $185.00 to Skyline Construction, Inc. for the Fifth Street Reconstruction Project.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Woods, Kayser, Mangrich and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Vorwald to approve Pay Request Four to Skyline Construction, Inc. for the Fifth Street Reconstruction Project but to withhold retainage in the amount of $1,500.00 instead of the $450.00 requested.  The amount paid will be $9,189.50.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Vorwald, Woods, Kayser and Sullivan.  Nays: None.


Motion by Kayser, second by Sullivan to approve the publication of wages paid in 2010 per W-2 forms.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Kayser, Sullivan, Vorwald, Woods and Mangrich.  Nays: None.
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The City Attorney will proceed with putting a special issue of a levy of six cents per thousand dollars of taxable valuation for Island Park Restoration on the November ballot for citizen approval.

Figures will be compiled on a water rate increase and it will be on the next agenda for discussion and possible action.


Additional changes were made in the FY 2012 budget.  The new numbers will be incorporated into the forms for final approval at the next council meeting.


Information on the property purchase was discussed.  It will be on the next agenda.
